Remote Desktop Con figuration

When connecting to the server you may see a warning about local devices connecting to a remote computer being unsafe. You may choose to mark “Don’t prompt me again” checkbox and click OK to proceed to connect.
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The first time you signon to the server you may see a warning about running the “Connectnd.scr” script. Please click Run when it appears.
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If you manually connect to the ip address of the server 10.221.4.45 you will want to configure the option to see your local drives. This is done by marking the “Disk Drives” checkbox on the Local Resources tab of Remote Desktop client. See below:

The Database name is simply the default database name you want to have populate into the login page when you sign into App Designer or Data Mover.  The Connect Password is:  peop1e .

Under the Profile tab, highlight “Default” and click Edit.  

On the Database/Application Server tab, the Connection Type should be set to Database.

The Process Scheduler tab should be filled in as follows:

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And finally, the Common tab should look like:
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Click Apply to put these changes into effect.   

No changes should be necessary on the remaining tabs.  You may adjust the display image size as you wish, but it’s recommended to leave the font type and size and Sans Serif 8.  Other fonts & sizes can cause text to only partially display.  Click ok
